(3) Cautions prior to operation

- Perform the check and maintenance, where you do

not disturb traffic, and on the fiat floor so the unit
doesn't fall or move.

- Check before the operation, if the wiring cords are not

in contact with other parts, if the sheath is not peeled
off, or if the contacts are not loose.

- Check all repairs are completed including problems

happened before,

- Check if the fuel pipe is not deteriorated or broken. it

causes the leak of fuel.

- Check if the bolts efc. at each part are not loose.
- Check if the movements of the operating sections are

appropriate.

+ Do not use the unit if it makes unusual noise or if it

has a part that need to be exchanged.

- When you load/unload the unit to/from a truck, turn

off the engine of the truck, apply the parking brake,
and apply the tire lock.

- When you transport the unit on the truck, fix the unit

by its handlebar and frame securely to the truck bed
with a strong rope.
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(4) Cautions at starting

- Check if there is no person around. Take exira

cautions for children. Do not perform the operation
when children are around.

- Check the lever position of the unit and safety of the

environment when you start the engine.

- Support the unit firmly so it does not fall when you

pull the recoil starter.

(5) Cautions at operation

+ Grab the handle tightly, and watch carefully where

you are facing.

+ Grab a handlebar firmly and keep your eyes on the

path when you operate the unit.

- Do not let other people or animals step in within 5 m

range of this unit.

- Be careful not to slip when you operate the unit

during or after the rain.

« The exhaust gas is poisonous. The operation within

a closed door etc. is basically prohibited. Take
additional care for the ventilation if you must operate
the unit in such a condition.

- Stop the engine when the blade catches a branch etc.

before you remove it.

- Do not crawl your body or place your feet under the

unit.

- Do not operate the unit while walking backward.
- When you stop the operation or move to another

place, turn the engine off and put a blade cover on.
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- The engine becomes very hot.

+ Do not operate the unit on the unsteady ground.
- Do not hold the unit in an unreascnable or dangerous

way.

Do not touch the
engine when you move to another place.

(6)Cautions at maintenance or repair

- Stop the engine when you perform cleaning or check

of the unit.

- Contact our dealer or maintenance shop immediately

for repair when there is a problem with the unit.

- Do not alter the unit without consulting us.

- Grease nipple @

Apply Ochiai’ s genuine grease by a grease pump

every 20-hour operation.
- Throttle lever ®

Controls the engine rotational speed. Turn the lever
toward the arrow to increase the engine rotational

speed. (See FIG. 1).
- Blade cover @

Attach this cover on the blade ® when you do not
operate the unit or during transportation. Be careful

not 1o get injured when you attach the blade cover.
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WARNING

Turn off the engine and wear gloves
before you attach the blade cover. Do
not place vour fingers near the blade.
The blade may cut off your fingers.
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[4] OPERATION

4.1 Fuel

Use the lubricated gasoline. Mixture ratio of the gasoline
to lubricating oil is 25 (gasoline): 2 (oil). Use the
lubricated gasoline with the mixture ratio 20 (gasoline): 1
(oil) for the first 10 operation hours after the purchase.
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Follow the instruction of “Fire hazards”
in “For Safety Operation” when you

WARNING | perform the fueling.
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4.2 Cautions at Starting the Engine.
(1)Check if there is no person around.
(2)When you start the engine, direct the blade ® toward
your opposite, hold the unit with one hand to make it
stable, then pull the recoil starter @ (See FIG. 2).

4.3 Starting the Engine

{1)Remove the blade cover ® from the unit.

(2)Press the priming pump @ of the carburetor @
for 5 to 7 times (this will send the fuel to the
carburetor @ ). (See FIG. 3).

{3)Turn the engine switch @ ON.

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{4)Shift the throttle lever @ to  “half open” position.
(See FIG. 4).

(5)Close the choke lever @. (See FIG. 3). If you restart
the engine immediately after the engine stops, shift the
choke lever to  “full open” or “half open” position.

(6)Hold the unit firmly, then pull the starting knob @
mightily.

(7)0Once the engine has started, shift the choke
lever @ gradually to “full open” position in
accordance with the engine condition.

4.4 Stopping the Engine
(1)Shift the engine throttle lever @ back to the
close” position. (See FIG.4).
(2)Turn the engine switch €@ OFF.
(3)Read the engine’ s instruction manual for further
engine operation.

5.1 Operating Procedure

5.1.1 Attachment of the housing bag

There are 4 fasteners for housing bag attachment at
the back of the unit. Place the housing bag with the
mesh part above, then open the rubber edge side of the
housing bag, and hook it to the fasteners on the unit.
Close tightly the opposite end of the housing bag so
the picked leaves do not escape. (See FIG. 6).

(4)Push the unit forward io pick up leaves while
watching the length of the cut object.

(5)Stop the engine before the housing bag gets filled.
Remove the housing bag from the unit, then take
the leaves out.

- Adjust the engine speed as low as possible, which
allows a smaooth stream of the picked leaves toward
the housing bag.

- Move the blade of the unit along the shape of the
object. (See FIGs. 7 and 8). (Facing the blade too
sharply toward the object results in the bad shape and
efficiency).

- Be sure not clip the same spot twice. (Clipping the
same spot repeatedly increase the number of chopped
leaves).

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5.2 Cautions at Operation

(1)Adjust the engine speed as low as possible, which
allows a smooth stream of the picked leaves
toward the housing bag.

(2)If some object is stuck in the blade, stop the
engine ® immediately. Be sure to wear gloves
before you remove the stuck object.

(3)This unit is designed for clipping the tealeaves.
Do not use this unit for clipping those that may
put too much pressure on the blade. It causes a
severe damage on the blade.

(2)When you transport the unit on the truck, fix the
unit by its handlebar and frame securely to the
truck with a strong rope.

(3)Wear gloves before you attach the blade cover @ .

5.4 Notes for operation

{(1)Lubricate the blade every time you fuel the unit.
(See FiG. 9).

(2)Apply grease through the grease nipple ®
approximately every 20 hours of operation. (See
the figures in chapter [2] ).

(3)Take a short rest before and after fueling.
